The text of the article must be typed in the English-language template presented on the Conference website, with maintaining the same section and text formats that are presented in the article template.

The text below provides the basic requirements presented in the template.

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in “Word” to make the symbols used more clearly.

It is necessary to pay a great attention to the design of the article text in accordance with the template, since this is one of the criteria for evaluating the article when deciding whether to accept for publication at the review stage!
All articles will be checked directly by the publishing house of the journal “MATEC Web of Conference” for plagiarism, articles that do not pass the test will be rejected by the publisher after the conference organizers have accepted the articles. In this case, the registration fee for the conference is non-refundable!
- Read and follow the Ethical guidelines for publishing presented on the journal publisher’s website:https://www.webofconferences.org/publishing-policies-ethics 
- Make sure that the list of authors in the article is presented correctly! This will affect the further indexing of the article!
Pay special attention to the structured of the authors’ names in the list of authors. For instance, in the following example, “Di” is the surname (or name) while “Jiaying” is the given-name (or first name); “Hu” is the surname while “Wen” is the given name… The given-name (or first name) must be written in ITALIC. 

Jiaying Di1, Wen Hu2, and Hongtao Li3
The way authors’ names are structured will have an impact on the indexation. If you make mistake there, your names will not be properly indexed.
- Make sure that your list of references is presented correctly! 

Online references will be linked to their original source via CrossRef only if they are correctly presented. If there are errors, the references will not be correctly indexed. 

To do so, extra care should be taken when preparing reference lists. References should be cited in the text by placing sequential numbers in brackets (for example, [1], [2, 5, 7], [8-10]). They should be numbered in the order in which they are cited.
Here are some examples:

3. F. De Lillo, F. Cecconi, G. Lacorata, A. Vulpiani, EPL, 84 (2008) 

4. L. T. De Luca, Propulsion physics (EDP Sciences, Les Ulis, 2009)
Again, pay attention to the structure of the authors’ names. In the above example, “Mecke” is the Surnam (or name) while “A.” is the given-name (or first name).
Make sure that your article is more than an abstract. It should be a full article. There is no limit as regard the maximum number of pages. However, make sure that your contents is relevant, useful to the community and with no redundant information. Your article should be written in English.
Be careful, no corrections will be made by the publisher after publication, except in the form of an erratum!  You need to carefully check your text, including authors’ names, initials, authors’ affiliations, references, drawing up tables and figures captions, formulas, as well as including acknowledgement (if necessary), which are the most current mistakes. 
Main additions to the Template requirements, please, pay attention to this information: 

Article Title: The title should reflect the contents of the paper and be specific, descriptive, concise, and comprehensible to readers outside the subject field (please avoid abbreviation and a title written in capital letters). 
Figures: Do not use Word tools to prepare some text drawings and captions directly on the figures. The text should contain links to figures in the following formats: when mentioning at the beginning of a sentence or after a dot, write "Figure 1" in full, but in the text, write "Fig. 1". If you use some brackets, you should write (Fig. 1).
When formatting the Figure Caption the word “Figure” in the capture below the figure should be reduced to “Fig.” in bold font, as in the example in template.
The interval before and after the figures and tables, as well as after the their captures is 6 pt.).
Equations and mathematics: It is recommended to include the links in the text in the format (1), (2), etc. for all equations as they are mentioned in the text and further listed, if it is mentioned made immediately after the described text after the “:’ it is could be without link. All formulas and equations must be typed in the Word formula editor/tool. You cannot insert formulas in the form of figures. The interval before and after the formulas is 6 pt.
Acknowledgements: References to the sources of funding, some other acknowledgements should be typed 9 pt. in Times font, without a title, after one empty line after the main text (before the list of References).

References: All elements of the article are separated by commas. The name of the Journal can be abbreviated in accordance with its official abbreviation. It is not necessarily to indicate the titles of the cited articles. Pay attention also to the alignment in a numbered list, which should correspond to the specified example in Template.
